	2006 is a remarkable year for our industry. After three years of networking and lobbying HAIF initiated and organized the establishment of the Hungarian Aerospace Cluster (HAC) in March. 

The Cluster has 16 members from the fields of design and development, engineering, prototyping, manufacturing and testing.

The four founders are small aircraft developers: Corvus Aircraft Ltd., Composite One Ltd., Halley Ltd. and Hungarocopter Ltd. 

The objectives of the Cluster:

1.Speed up the development of the Hungarian Aerospace Industry
2.Diversification of the best part manufacturers to aerospace

3.Creation of a network of aerospace and related industries

4.Development of new Hungarian designed small aerospace vehicles

5.Organize the production of these vehicles regionally

6.Organize and develop complementary capabilities among Hungarian firms to be able to manufacture higher assemblies for large aircraft

7.Achieve synergies and economies of scale using networking in the fields of design, development, training, logistics, quality (AS 9100), IT, marketing and certification

8.Introduction of modern management methods and principles to the SME sector – six sigma, lean manufacturing

9.Develop new supplier relationship with other countries’ aerospace sector

10.Replace expensive foreign suppliers with low cost ones

11.Increase the Hungarian participation in EU founded aerospace projects

The Cluster will serve as a new driving force in the development of the Hungarian Aerospace Industry and will work closely with HAIF management to achieve the above objectives.

	:. Maintenance Industry News – New NDT standard for Part-145 Maintenance Organizations 

	On the 1st of June 2006 the standard, MSZ EN 4179 Aerospace Series – Qualification and approval of personnel for non-destructive testing was published in Hungary. For the time of being it was published in English, with a Hungarian cover page. EASA regulations make reference to this standard when defining NDT personnel qualification, so all maintenance organizations must have NDT staff complying with this requirement.

Key maintenance organizations like Aeroplex, GE Engine Services Hungary, Aircraft Repair Plant of Hungarian Army, Lufthansa Technik Budapest together with Hungarian Association of Welding Technology and Material Testing established a National Aerospace NDT Board to fulfil those tasks defined for such organization in the said standard. Both aviation authorities, Civilian and Military are supporting the establishment of the Board. 

At the Hungarian NANDTB members’ meeting on the 8th of June 2006 the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Board were selected. Chairman is Péter Juhász (Quality Director, Aeroplex), Vice Chairman is Pál Hernádi (Leader of NDT section, Aeroplex). The Members agreed to set up training and certification system for aerospace NDT specialists for the first half of 2007.
