	:. Hungarian Aerospace Cluster and Aviation Valley  signed a Collaboration Agreement
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	A Collaboration Agreement was signed between the Hungarian Aerospace Cluster and the Aviation Valley Poland in September. The collaboration will focus on the following areas:
· jointly searching for possibilities of defining and executing product development projects for the global market.

· jointly defining research projects focused on current and future aircraft development within national and EU framework programmes.

· cooperating in the field of qualification and training of aerospace personnel by combining resources such as educations centres and specialized companies.
· sharing experience and cooperate in DoA, six sigma, lean manufacturing and AS/EN 9100 projects.

· jointly marketing General Aviation category products and services.
This agreement is a second, signed by HAC recently and represents a major step forward in the internationalization of the Hungarian Aerospace Industry. 
HAC plans to enter into similar agreements with other European Clusters in the coming months.

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	EUROAVIA Hungary Association organized a one week event between 12-19 August called “Fly-In Budapest 2006”. During the event, the 30 aerospace student participants from all over Europe became familiar with the Hungarian aviation industry and the Hungarian culture. The program included technical visits at major Hungarian aviation companies, an introduction to the Hungarian educational system and the aviation education at the Budapest University of Technology and Economics. The aviation program was completed by presentations made by HAIF, Lufthansa Technik Budapest, Cityline Hungary, Aeroplex and Cabin Systems Gmbh. With this event EUROAVIA Hungary became the 31st full member of  EUROAVIA.

	:. Research Topic – 75 % founding of SME research within the 7th Framework Programme

	Development and funding of new technologies is a strategic issue for most companies. To assist SMEs the European Commission has funded since 1999 a group of European experts in aeronautics to service SMEs, free of charge, and help them to have access to the European Research mechanisms (STREPs). 
This action, named SCRATCH, undertaken within the Aeronautics Programme of the European Commission has already generated 28 cost shared Projects funded by the Commission for a total budget of 50 million euro.  SCRATCH will now help target the 15% of the 3000 million euro Aeronautics budget (€450 million) which is expected to be allocated to SMEs within the 7th Framework Programme, from 2007 to 2013. 
The next call for proposals will be launched early 2007 for a delivery of Research proposals four months later. In a new attempt to give more support to high tech SMEs: Research undertaken by SMEs will be funded 75% by the European Commission.
The services of the SCRATCH Consortium is there to help SMEs to access support that could fit its particular technology and R&D acquisition needs.
